the high level of pre-fabrication and some ingenious jigs (supplied with

the kit), you will be flying this little gem in no

ASSEMBLY
Let me say that | was a little bit concerned
about how this airplane would go together.
Biplanes are tricky to set up, and if you
make a mistake, especially with the wing
incidence, you will be very sorry. I carefully
unpacked everything, checked for any
warps (there were none) and proceeded to
read the instructions. In the course of doing
this, I realized that I had been overlooking
something all this time. I have built a few World Models airplanes,
but I finally realized that the numbers on the parts bags correlate

with the assembly steps. In other words, all of the parts for step

seven are in bag number seven. Boy do 1 feel stupid, but once you

realize this, the thing almost puts itself together.
