THE AT-6 TEXAN TRAINER was an impor-
tant aircraft in WW IL It was first built as
the A-16 in 1935 and was in continuous
production for 10 years after that, but these
planes stayed in active use for five decades.
The U.S. Navy took delivery of the North
American Trainer in the latter part of 1936.
This aircraft called the NJ-1 had a fixed
landing gear and a fabric covered rear fuse-
lage. The basic Texan design underwent
constant change during its vears of service
adding retractable landing gear, a full-metal
fuselage, and a position for a fixed machine
gun. Built primarily as a trainer, the Texan
did see some action in the Korean War as a
forward air controller. There were over
15,000 built and many were sold to differ-
ent countries. There are over 1,200 Texans
still in existence today.

The kit includes
installed retractable landing gear, one-piece
wing with split flaps, covered fuselage, rud-
der and fin, stabilizer and elevators, good
quality fiberglass cowl, adjustable engine
mount, a spinner nut, tail gear, fuel tank,
main wheels, plastic canopy, pilot, decals,
all hardware needed to finish model, anti-
vibration sct for the engine and a 15-page
manual with many pictures showing details
of construction. There is also a clear plastic
cowl that you can use to mark the cutouts
for the fiberglass cowl, While the AT-6 is easy
to build, I would recommend this plane for

the intermediate builder.
